Every print the artist makes is a limited edition; she paints heart-themed original painting and
creates 100 max giclee print of each one. Each time a dog owner selects one of these prints, the artist then
hand-finishes the artwork with a final coat containing the fur or ashes of the deceased animal. Each finished print
is done on gallery-wrap canvas which is entirely suited to display.

In a manner of speaking, the dog becomes part of something wonderful and uplifting; something can keep the
happiness and hope flowing to its lifespan and something that will help you cope. In wonderful manner, these
heart-themed artworks bring a meaningful tribute.

Nothing brings back your favorite friend, though the good feelings and joyful memories may be preserved for a
lifetime with a work of art similar to this. Some individuals might not need a tribute of this magnitude, however
for others, nothing less will do. The most fitting dog memaorials could be the Loving Hearts Tribute Series.
